Month
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Lemon Pie
3 large egg yolks
1 can (14 oz) sweetened condensed milk
1/2 cup fresh lemon juice
1 graham cracker crust (9 inches)
1 cup heavy whipping cream
2 tablespoons of sugar

Preheat oven to 325 degrees. 
In a bowl mix egg yolks, mil, and lemon
juice until blended. Pour into crust. 
Bake on a lower oven rack  until filling
is golden brown and thickened, 30-35
minutes. 
Cool 1 hour on a wire rack.
Refrigerate, covered, 2 hours or until
cold. 
For whipped cream, in a bowl beat
cream until it begins to thicken. Add
sugar; beat until soft peaks form. Top
pie with whipped cream just before
serving.
